web romanesque art architecture sculpture and painting characteristic of the first of two great international artistic eras that
flourished in europe during the middle ages romanesque architecture emerged about 1000 and lasted until about 1150 by
which time it had evolved into gothic the romanesque was at its height between 1075 and 1125 in france italy
